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The Pro Shop

Let’s talk about tournaments, Tournaments/Leagues are a unique way
to meet new people to play with at Cobble Creek and also learn the
rules of golf. With many new faces around Cobble Creek the last
couple years, | think a rundown of how tournaments are ran and the
process in which you play and enforce rules would be helpful to most
of you. Even the well-seasoned golfer. Typically, after the tournament is
sent out each person has their own scorecard. When you reach the
first tee you should all introduce yourself if you don't know everyone
and exchange scorecards with one of your playing partners. At the
same time you should announce to your playing partners what type of
golf ball you are using and any identifying marks in case you have to try
to find your ball on any certain hole. On the top of the perforated
scorecard should be a space where you keep your own score while
you keep the other's score on the official scorecard section. After each
hole you should ask the person “l had you for a 5, is that correct?” If
they disagree you can think back together and talk through each shot
before you move to the next hole. If there is a disagreement about a
rule you should always try to settle before moving on. If an agreement
cannot be reached then two balls should be played so that you can
ask the Head Pro or someone else to make the official ruling. If at any
time your group cannot see the group that is ahead of you, then you
are behind pace. The typical pace of play for most golf courses is
about 4 hours. Sometimes 4 hours and 10-15 minutes is acceptable. If
you find yourself behind pace, it doesn't matter how far the group is
behind you, it only matters if you are keeping up with the group ahead
of you. The only special exceptions is if you are playing in a foursorme
and the group ahead of you has only one or two players.
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From the Board of Direclors

The Board of Directors of The Club at Cobble Creek wishes to take this opportunity to
provide some context to the direction
in which the board is moving.

Our membership is growing and with it the need to better serve our members. This
could be accomplished through expanded capacity of the clubhouse and tavern,
repurposing of the Creekside building, improvement of our cart and walking paths,
providing sustainable funding to repair and update the equipment necessary to irrigate
and maintain our common areas and golf course and building our reserve funds for
emergency expenditures.

Thanks to the efforts of our fantastic team, our club's revenues from operation of the
tavern, golf course, events and club membership have more than doubled in the past
year. These revenues cover only the cost of the day-to-day operations of the Club,
The Club, itself is restricted from assessing its membership as a means of raising funds
to cover capital projects, Under Colorado Common Interest Ownership Act (CCIOA),
which governs all homeowner associations in the state of Colorado, funding can be
raised through various means by our homeowner's association. However, any monies
raised by the HOAs can only be utilized to fund assets which it either owns or leases,
And as you know, not all HOA residents of Cobble Creek own Club member properties.
Our current member drive, which waives the initiation fee of $3750.00 through August
first, has resulted in the addition of four new member properties in the first two weeks
of the drive. In addition, the board members have met with the Montrose Realtor
Association to provide clarification regarding the structure of the Club and HOA's within
the community. The members were genuinely interested and had many pertinent
questions. They were asked to encourage maintaining Club membership when a
property is sold or to encourage conversion of a non-member property to-a Club
member property at the time of the sale. Increased Club member properties will result
in increased member revenue,

We all recognize that everyone living in our community benefits from the ambiance and
quality of life which the assets of the Club at Cobble Creek provide. We all benefit from
the value this brings to the worth of individual homeowner's property values. Therefore,
we feel that it is appropriate to look to the entire community for support to maintain
the quality of the community's assets.

To this end, the community’s long range planning committee (LRPC) made up of
representatives from Spruce Point and Cobble Creek HOAs and the Club at
Cobble Creek has spent this past year exploring means to fund capital projects. A
number of options have been reviewed by the Club's attorney to identify the
legality of each option as defined by the Club's bylaws, Membership Agreement
and CC Rules and Regulations. These options have been forwarded to the
Cobble Creek HOA for its attorney to review as it pertains to CCIOA law. Once
this review process is completed, those options which are legally viable will be
brought forward to the CC HOA board and to the community for their edification,
review, and comment.

In the meantime, the BOD for The Club at Cobble Creek has had verbal
confirmation from the City of Montrose that funding for landscaping along
Cobble Drive will become available to help mitigate the effects of the
development proposed to the North of Cobble Drive. The details of this project
will be outlined once the landscape plans for this future project, known in the
community as “The Hub", are made public so that Cobble Creek's landscape plan
complements that plan.

In addition, the BOD for The Club is pursuing a Business Expansion Grant offered
through the City of Montrose. These grant monies may only be utilized to offset
costs of expansion and/or renovations of a business which will benefit the
economy of the City of Montrose in the form of increased employment
opportunities, potential increased tax revenue and use by the public
To take advantage of this opportunity, the BOD will be submitting a grant request
to fund expansion of the tavern kitchen and dining space in the Clubhouse. This
plan would necessitate moving the Pro-Shop to Creekside. Other proposed uses
of the Creekside building include placement of a golf simulator and possible
additional office space. These plans are currently incomplete and will depend
upon costs of materials, availability of labor and the impact of inflation. This grant
application has no hard deadline. The board hopes to have its submission
complete by early Spring of 2023.

Taco Tuesday- Thank you for your patience

In early 2021 the Club changed to point of sale and membership system

to ForeUp .The system acts as our register for the Tavern and Golf Shop

and record keeping system that then sends the data to our accounting
software.

From the beginning, we have had issues with the system properly
mapping the charges to sync up with the accounting software. Golf Shop
sales were showing up an item in the Tavern, etc.After many months of
virtually starting from scratch, those issues were resolved with our staff
working with the ForeUp teams.

ForeUp is a cloud-based system, which is common today versus
previous systems with an in-house server keeping data on a closed
network. While this has been a great addition to many types of
applications, we have had issues with being a part of nationwide issues.

Earlier this year, the entire system went down nationwide. Like a power
outage, we could not access our system to make sales, ring up golfers,
place orders for the Tavern and more on a weekend day. We had to
quickly revert to our backup system, pen and paper. It happened to
every course on their system.

Tuesday night, we had another major issue. The system had been
slowing down for a couple of days and we had been in contact with
ForeUp regarding other items that were causing problem with the point
of sale. Then, Tuesday night we were in the middle of taking orders for
Taco Tuesday when again ForeUp began giving us issues.

It was first seen on one terminal, and then quickly the second. The Golf
Shop also had issues, but it was not as noticeable given the time of day
and only the occasional range ball sale. Orders were not able to be
sent to the printer in the kitchen from one terminal, but still the other.
This lead to some orders going back to the kitchen and others not.
Customers wondered why they did not receive food while the person
next to them who ordered at the same time received theirs. Several of
those that did go back ended up without names or notes, only the itemn
and blank headers. This made it impossible to input the coaster
numbers for the customer to be notified when their food was ready, as
we had no info. It was very frustrating for customers and staff alike.

We then received notice that ForeUp was having issues again
nationwide. When they both went down, we were forced to go to paper
tickets. It took a bit of work, but we were able to get caught up and
orders corrected. We had several tickets that completely disappeared
from the system and had to be re-rung.

If you were part of the Taco Tuesday crowd, we apologize for the delays
and frustration. The feeling was definitely shared by everyone, We have
had similar issues with ForeUp in the past, but nowhere to this extent.

We are looking at our options if this cannot be quickly addressed by
ForeUp. We are getting too busy to have these types of interruptions
and level of frustration. We will keep everyone updated on the
progress.
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
